Hi Coaches!!

The excitement is in the air! Thanks so much for joining us for the Parade of Champions Jester Jubilation!  Here is the information you need for the competition!  Please make a copy for your parents.
REMINDER – Coaches are allowed to sit on the stage/floor for TINY, MINI, EXHIBITION/SHOW & SPECIAL NEEDS DIVISIONS ONLY. Coaches are not allowed to be on the stage/performance floor for any other divisions, with the exception of spotting routines. Coaches can always stand in the designated coaches’ area or VIP seating area (if applicable). Also, no team will be allowed to place “space markers” on the stage/floor except for TINY, MINI, EXHIBITION/SHOW & SPECIAL NEEDS team. This could result in a deduction.
MARDI GRAS SPIRIT EVENTS FOLLOWS THE USASF GUIDELINES (WWW.USASF.NET). PLEASE NOTE THAT SOME DIVISIONS HAVE BEEN COMBINED AND/OR SPLIT ACCORDING TO THE RULES. ANY QUESTIONS AND/OR CONCERNS REGARDING THESE GUIDELINES PLEASE CONTACT USASF.

MARDI GRAS SPIRIT EVENTS WILL NOT PROVIDE SPOTTERS ON THE FLOOR FOR COMPETITION DUE TO THE COMPLEXITIES AND INTRICACIES OF TEAM CHOREOGRAPHY. Since members of your program are familiar with the transitions of your routine, you may elect to provide your own spotters on the competition floor.  Reminder: If a spotter assists a stunt more than spotting for safety, this includes verbal cuing; a 20 point penalty will be deducted from your total combined score.
Competition Location:  Parade of Champions Jester Jubilation will be held at the Cabarrus Arena located at 4751 Hwy. 49 North, Concord, NC 28025.

Parking:  $3.00 per car.
Waiver Forms:  ALL teams MUST submit a SIGNED AND COMPLETED TEAM WAIVER FORM prior to warm-up! Teams will not be allowed to warm up without the completion of this form. NO EXCEPTIONS! Please do not FAX your team waiver form into the office as we need the original. WE NOW ACCEPT FAXED WAIVERS AND THE 1 FORM. 
General Admission:  $10 cash only Admission fee for all spectators.  Children under 5 admitted free. The doors will open at 10:30AM with the competition starting at 12 noon.  Please enter at the Main Entrance.  Cheerleaders will be allowed to enter through general admission with their parent as long as the cheerleader is in uniform. 

Video Cameras:  Parents WILL be allowed to bring in video cameras.

USASF Ruling:  Coaches if you have a stunt/pyramid approved by USASF, please turn in a copy of the USASF letter/email at the registration table.  We will then inform the Legality Judge of your stunt prior to your team competing.  This will help us be consistent with USASF rulings on stunts that might be questionable.
Coaches Entrance:  Please enter at the Main Entrance.  We suggest that you arrive at least one hour prior to your practice time and check in at the coach’s registration table.  The coach’s registration booth will be set up in the front Lobby. Coaches please check in there.  Cheerleaders will be allowed to enter through general admission with their parent as long as the cheerleader is in uniform.
Crossover Participants:  Mardi Gras Spirit Events will make every effort to accommodate crossover competitors.  Please note that warm-up and/or competition times may overlap.
Coaches Passes:  We allow 2 free coaches per team.  Coach’s names should be submitted on your team member list form.  Each additional pass is $10.00.

Performance Area:  The competition mat is 54 feet wide x 42 feet deep carpet bonded spring floor.  All cheer teams and dance teams will use the same floor.

Performance and Practice Info:   Warm-up will be located on the arena floor behind the main competition floor.  Please be courteous to all others in the practice area. Teams should proceed to the Practice/Warm-up area 15 minutes before your scheduled warm-up time to check-in with the warm-up area staff.  Warm-up will rotate in 4 minute intervals:  stretching, warm-up tumbling, warm-up stunts, warm-up full routine, holding, then on to compete!

Music:  Each team must provide music recorded on a quality CD.  A representative from your team is responsible for bringing the music to the sound table and pressing the play and stop buttons at the proper times. Please bring a back up copy to the sound table.

Code of Conduct:  We expect that all teams, coaches, and spectators represent themselves and their respective communities by exhibiting respect, encouragement, courtesy, kindness, humility, and a positive attitude towards others.  Let’s make this event a pleasant experience for everyone.  There will be no contact with the judges by a coach, participant, or spectator.  The Judges’ rulings are final on all decisions concerning deductions, specific rulings and final placement.  Any unruly behavior by coaches, participants, or spectators will result in removal from the event and team disqualification.

Divisions:  Please verify that your team has registered in the correct division.  Level information may be found on the website www.usasf.net.  Mardi Gras Spirit Events and Parade of Champions reserve the right to close/open/combine divisions at any time.  Coaches will be notified.

Refund policy:  No refunds will be made after registration payment is received.

Score sheets:  Score sheets will be given out on competition day approximately one (1) hour after the scheduled performance time.  Score sheets may be picked up at the Coach’s Registration Table.

ABSOLUTELY IMPORTANT!!  The Team Waiver form MUST be signed and turned in at the Coaches Registration table PRIOR to Warm-ups! Teams will not be allowed to warm-up and will forfeit warm-up time until the team waiver is turned in!!!  No participant will be allowed to participate in the competition without a Parent/Guardian SIGNATURE on the Waiver form.  NO EXCEPTIONS!
